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LATVIAN ACADEMY OF CULTURE

The Latvian Academy of Culture (LAC) was founded on 29 December 1990 by a decision of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Latvia. In 1991 the first 63 students commenced their BA study programme. On 18 May 1992 the Supreme Council of the Republic of Latvia approved the Constitution of the Latvian Academy of Culture. Due to changes in legislation the Cabinet of Ministers approved the new Constitution of the LAC on 28 September 1998.

Several specific directives outlined when the Academy of Culture was established are still valid today. 

Firstly, taking into account the fact that during the years of the Soviet occupation arts education suffered most of all due to ideological and political pressure, within the framework of evolving academic freedom in the country, special attention has been paid to the renewal of classical tradition in this sphere of education, as well as the application of the modern experience of Western countries. 

Secondly, the Latvian Academy of Culture had to develop an educational system for theatre directors and actors, which would provide the necessary theoretical knowledge of BA studies alongside with professional skills. This system replaced the previous one, which existed at the Latvian Academy of Music and which implemented separate principles of professional education for theatre studies.

Thirdly, during the rule of Soviet power there was no educational system for the cinema, TV and audio-visual arts. It was one of the first basic objectives to create such a system at the Latvian Academy of Culture.

Fourthly, the Latvian culture environment needs academically educated specialists in traditional culture and folklore, theatre criticism, TV and drama. In these areas periodical studies are carried out at the LAC. 

Fifthly, with the rapid development of international cultural relations after the fall of the iron curtain, there is a need for academically educated employees in the infrastructure of culture. 

The principle of academic studies at the LAC is as follows: one BA programme includes several subprogrammes. This determines the methodological basis of LAC academic studies: all students are provided with fundamental knowledge in arts, at the same time offering an understanding about narrower specialisation in relation to the student’s perspective professional career.

The same principle is implemented in the MA programme, which includes several subprogrammes. The MA studies at the Latvian Academy of Culture started in 1996.

The PhD studies in arts were commenced in 1999. 

Currently, in the second term of the the academic year of 2000/2001 the LAC BA programme is acquired by 516 students, the MA programme – by 148 students, the PhD programme – by 5 students. The academic staff of the Latvian Academy of Culture is: 10 full-time professors, 6 associated professors, 16 docents, 46 lecturers, as well as part-time lecturers.

The classical academic study process at the Latvian Academy of Culture is related to research and creative activities, which are exercised both by lecturers and students. The main areas of research of the LAC academic staff and students are the general theory and history of culture, drama, the sociology of culture, the philosophy of art. Research is carried out within the framework of international projects, thus executing tasks of the grants of the Latvian Scientific Council, as well as individual research programmes. Results of these activities are summarised in annual research conferences. Since 1992 two of them were international conferences have been organised jointly with the Goethe Institute in Latvia. Since 1997 the Latvian Academy of Culture has also arranged regular students research conferences. 

A group of researchers of the LAC, headed by Rector P. Laķis, in collaboration with representatives from creative unions and specialists of the Ministry of Culture, has elaborated a national report “Culture Policy in Latvia”, which was discussed at a meeting of the Culture Committee of the European Council on 7 April 1998, in Strasbourg.

Lecturers and students are also active in publishing the results of their research, as well as their presentation at international and national conferences. 

To a great extent, the need to organise research events made three higher educational establishments – the Latvian Academy of Culture, the Latvian Academy of Art and J.Vītols Latvian Academy of Music – establish the Association of Latvian Academies of Arts in 1993. Until amendments in legislation this Association had a common Council on Habilitation and Promotion. Currently the Council on Promotion has resumed its activities. The doctoral programmes of all the three academies have been harmonised and implemented. Results of research activities have been published in two Association’s collections of research articles, the third one is being prepared now. The Association of Latvian Academies of Arts issues a monthly supplement “The Space and Time of Culture” to the culturological newspaper “Education and Culture”, in which the academic staff, MA and PhD students publish their articles.

According to the contents of the study profile of the Latvian Academy of Culture creative activities are also very important alongside with research. Both lecturers and students of the LAC are involved in them. Pedagogues of the art of the theatre stage performances in all state theatres, and academy students are frequently involved. 

The Artistic Director of the Latvian National Theatre is on the staff at the Latvian Academy of Culture. Students of the Theatre Direction subprogramme regularly put performances on the stage of the co-operation partner of the LAC: the private theatre “Skatuve”, as well as other theatres in Riga. Over the last 10 years the pedagogues of cinema and TV directors and operators have made films which have gained recognition both in Latvia and beyond its borders. Materials made by students have gained success not only at home, but also at international festivals. The LAC has fostered the development of the criticism of theatre, literature and philosophical essays among the academic staff and students, which is manifest in publications, creation of scenarios and articles in periodicals. 

International activities of the Latvian Academy of Culture are implemented in various directions. Their significance is undeniable, when effecting approximation to the European academic environment. 

Firstly, regular academic exchanges, research and creative co-operation are carried out according to bilateral agreements with Tampere University (Finland), Hamburg Theatre and Music University (Germany), Vitautas the Great Kaunas University (Lithuania), Russian State Arts University, Université Jules Verne de Picardie (France), Reykjavik Technical and Technological College (Island), Klaipeda University (Lithuania).

In addition to these officially approved contacts, the Latvian Academy of Culture also regularly cooperates with other educational establishments in Germany (the Saxon Culture Infrastructure Institute), Sweden, Denmark, Poland, Estonia, Lithuania (the Lithuanian Culture and Art Institute, the Vilnius Academy of Music), Spain (Madrid Al Cala University). 

Secondly, there are examples of alignment with European educational programmes, such as TEMPUS projects. Since 1999 participation in the framework of ERASMUS programme has been continuing. Thirdly, international research programmes are executed. In 1999 in co-operation with Umea University (Sweden) and the Paris University (France) the LAC carried out a comparative sociological research on the functioning of paranormal phenomena in the consciousness of society (results have been compiled in a monograph which will be published in 2001. In 2000 the LAC participated in research, carried out by 5 countries and managed by the Saxon Culture Infrastructure Institute, on the role of the third sector in the development of culture in post-socialism countries. 

The basis of material infrastructure is formed by 2 buildings handed over for the tenure of the LAC – at 24 Ludzas Street and 46 Dzirnavu Street. The latter is used for the implementation of the subprogramme study process in the art of the theatre. The main building at 24 Ludzas Street was build in the 80ies of the XIX century, it was not renovated during the Soviet rule, therefore it requires constant renovation. There is a similar situation with the building at 46 Dzirnavu Street. In order to provide a regular study process a large volume of investments are needed for both the buildings which has been established in a conclusion of the expert commission. Unfortunately, currently there is no solution for the attraction of funding yet. Problems are also created by the fact that the LAC has less than  2 m2 per one student for the implementation of the academic process. 

Over 10 years the library of the Latvian Academy of Culture has accumulated 58000 units, which form the basic provision for the acquisition of the BA and MA study programmes. The main problem is caused by the lack of funding, which limits the possibility to subscribe to periodicals, the purchase of encyclopaedias and monographs. 

Students of the LAC use services of the public catering centre of the private hotel “Baltā kaza” (at 24 Ludzas Street), which basically meets the needs. The Latvian Academy of Culture does not have its own sports centre, therefore possibilities for students are quite limited in this area. Aerobics classes take place in the hall of the main building, periodically premises are rented for sports activities in various institutions. 

The Latvian Academy of Culture has its own film projection equipment, which introduces students and the academic personnel to the cinema classics and manifestations of modern tendencies. Co-operation with “Studija 9” helps to provide the material-technical basis for the implementation of the study process of the Cinema and TV subprogramme.

A ceramics workshop is part of the infrastructure of the Latvian Academy of Culture, which practically provides for the aesthetic needs of students (Part C of the programme) within the framework of optional courses. 

The main problem of the functioning and development of Latvian Academy of Culture is insufficient funding from the state budget. It is the third smallest allocation per one student among the state-founded higher educational establishments: approximately Ls 200 below the average level. The situation becomes more complicated as the LAC carries out, according to international standards, rather expensive subprogrammes, such as specialisation in directors and actors of theatre, TV operators and  directors in accordance with the demand the Latvian State Television and theatres under the management of the Ministry of Culture. Currently, the financial problems are solved by increase of the number of students who partly finance their studies themselves, however in the future the amount of tuition pay will have to be increased.

The Latvian Academy of Culture has gained a rather high status in Latvian society and among its youth. This is proved by the competition for enrolment allocation financed by the state budget over the last three years, which was the top second after the Riga School of Economics; in the academic year of 2000/2001 it was 9,9 applicants per one vacancy financed by the state budget for the BA study programme.

The development perspectives of 

the Latvian Academy of Culture 

until the year 2005

The model of the perspective development of the Latvian Academy of Culture (LAC) has been elaborated on the basis of conclusions of the task group of the LAC. This analysis includes a feasible development of the cultural infrastructure in Latvia within the context of the country’s macroeconomic situation, as well as possibilities of the LAC potential to expand. The assessment of the existing situation forms the basis for the future programme, which is definitely of predictive character. 

The Latvian Academy of Culture has to continue the traditions developed during the previous activities in accordance with its specific area of academic work and the provision of culture environment with new academically educated staff in accordance with requirements set forth by the theatre art and television, other cultural and educational institutions. The self-assessment analysis reveals the fact that the execution of the study programme basically complies with the necessary quality standards. 


One of the most important objectives is to improve and expand the studies of culture management. In this aspect, first of all, the joint further work of the LAC and the Hamburg Theatre and Music University should be provided at professional MA level. Certainly, the opportunity to elaborate a common programme with one of the three most significant educational centres for culture management in Europe opens up good perspectives for the Latvian Academy of Culture in this area. In accordance with the cooperation agreement it is planned to supplement the programme with studies in English and French. Secondly, in 2002 a distance programme in culture management will be launched to provide necessary knowledge for employees of culture infrastructure working outside Riga. 

An important role is devoted to “orchid” programmes, which are small as to the number of students, usually financially expensive programmes which are essential for the provision of the Latvian cultural environment. One of the solutions is to create cooperation between two higher educational establishments for the implementation of this academic process. In 2002 we have planned to carry out the programme “Latvian Traditional Culture and Folklore” together with the Department of Philology of the University of Latvia. In a similar way we should investigate possibilities for cooperation with the Latvian Academy of Art in the sphere of audio-visual art.

When evaluating the possibility to increase the number of students at the Latvian Academy of Culture in the future, we can admit that it cannot exceed 850 persons, unless the infrastructure and the financial status of the Academy do not improve significantly. The increase under the present situation can be carried out by expanding activities of the MA programme. Such quantitative tasks correspond to the demand of state culture infrastructure according to the specific employment and market positions for which specialists are trained by the LAC.

A more effective coordination is needed for the development of research activities, by forming a trend in the Latvian culture environment for the solution of important issues in the context of modern research. In order to achieve this goal better coordinated research links should be developed within the academic staff of the LAC, as well as wider international cooperation. Integral Baltistic  research can be executed in cooperation with Klaipeda University and Vitautas the Great Kaunas University; the theoretical awareness of the development of national culture identity – together with researchers of Berlin and Minster Universities by working out joint projects, whose results would materialise in monographs, collections of articles and conferences. In a year’s time the control system for the students’ acquisition of skills in research should be improved, at the same time it is vital to promote and foster their integration to the execution of research projects. The academic potential of the Latvian Academy of Culture should be better used for the supervision of doctoral research, starting with 2003 every year 3-4 new researchers will commence their doctoral studies. 

Taking into account the rather pessimistic forecasts for the possibility to obtain increased funding from the state budget in the near future, the Latvian Academy of Culture has to find ways to raise its income for the execution of academic and research work, the provision of conditions for artistic creative work in order to partly compensate the dramatic lack of funding for the provision of educational quality. Firstly, a targeted system of payable services should be developed for involvement in management projects, business and social investigations and consultations. Secondly, tuition fees should be raised by gradual approximation to the actual financial spending for the academic process. Certainly, it is only possible if the study crediting system functions normally.
